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The role of the organ in church music continues to evolve as the role of music in the
worship service evolves. No one would deny the importance of music in setting the tone for
the message. Hymns and choruses based on biblical scriptures, and praise music expressing
beliefs and feelings, reinforce the spiritual message. Both forms of music can be moving and
inspiring.

While many churches are offering separate services to embrace both traditional and
contemporary worship styles, we are seeing congregations who have embraced contemporary
music in worship beginning to reintroduce traditional forms of sacred music, and many
churches who identify themselves as traditional are introducing more contemporary forms of
music into their worship. What will likely evolve is a blend of styles from both ends of the
spectrum.
